This term, our Year 4 children get to enjoy learning about Gamelan.  Gamelan is the 
traditional ensemble music of the Javanese, Sudanese and Balinese peoples of 
Indonesia, made up predominantly of percussion instruments.   
 
In recent weeks it has been Holly Class’ turn to attend these marvellous workshops at 
Sevenoaks School.  At these workshops the children discovered that in Indonesia this 
form of music is highly respected and is considered to be a link between heaven and 
earth.  People pay their respects by taking their shoes off before entering the room where 
the music is taking place; many Indonesian people see this as a way of leaving any "evils" 
behind.  The children were taught how to play the instruments by Sevenoaks School 
teacher, Mrs Hendry, and several Year 10 and 11 Sevenoaks School students. The 
children then learnt a story about a prince and princess which was then told through music 
and dance.
